Ragging Prohibition, Prevention and Punishment

The University Grants Commission vide its letter no F:16/2007 (CPRII) dated June 17,
2009 has reiterated the ban on ragging of students in Institutions of Higher Learning. The students
are therefore directed to strictly desist from any kind of ragging.

Forms of Ragging

Display of noisy, disorderly conduct, teasing, excitement by rough or rude treatment or
handling, including rowdy, undisciplined activities which cause or likely to cause annoyance,
undue hardship, physical or psychological harm or rais apprehensive fear in a fresher, or asking
the students to do any act or perform something which such a student will not do in the ordinary
course and which causes him/her shame or embarrassment or danger to his/her life, etc.

Punishment for Participationin/or Abetment of Ragging :
1. Cancellation of admission.
Suspension from attending classes.
Withholding/withdrawing scholarship/fellowship and other benefits.

Besides teaching, they are actively and tirelessly engaged in research in their respective fields. The
Department has strength of Two Professors, Three Assistant Professors, Twenty Five Assistant
